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COURSE DESCRIPTION:  In this course students will be required to use a wide variety of learning methods including lecture, discussion, lab activities, and individual assignments to gain an understanding of the basic principles of structure and function of the human body.  The aim of this course is to provide students with the tools to develop interests and appreciation for science, and realize that these processes can be applied in the Marianist tradition to find solutions of current and future problems.  The areas covered will include medical terminology, the 11 systems of the human body, basic chemistry, cell and tissue structure, and a comparative anatomy dissection lab using the cat.
